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• Pants, shorts, skorts, skirts, capri pants, jumpers or dresses must be of 
non-denim, non-spandex material. 

• Pants must be worn at the waist.  
• Skirts, dresses, skorts and shorts must be hemmed to a minimum length 

of two (2) inches above the top of the knee when standing. 
• Belts must be worn through belt loops if pants have belt loops. 
• Pullover shirts must be “golf-style”; and must be of cotton or cotton blend 

material with short or long sleeves, collars, and buttoned.  Shirts can be 
any color or design (stripes, checks, plaids, prints, or solids). SHIRTS 
MADE OF LYCRA/SPANDEX STRETCH MATERIAL ARE PROHIBITED.  
Students may also wear short or long sleeved button up shirts “Oxford-
style” with collars.  Button up shirts must be buttoned. 

• Collared shirts must be tucked into pants or shorts at all times.  
• Sweaters (pullover or button up) and sweatshirts are allowed during the 

cold weather season.  A collared shirt must be worn underneath the 
sweater or sweatshirt with the collar of the collared shirt clearly visible. 

• Elementary students are to wear casual, dress, or non-marking tennis 
shoes.  K4-5th grade students’ shoes must be closed-toe/closed heel.  
Sixth-12th grade students do not have shoe restrictions, but students must 
wear shoes at all times.  ALL students must wear non-marking tennis 
shoes on P.E. days. 

• Students’ hair must be clean, neat, combed or brushed out of the eyes.  
Exaggerated styles (tails, uneven cuts, or excessive use of gels, sprays or 
color & etc.) are not permitted.  Boys’ hair must be trimmed neatly and 
must be above the eyebrows, above the ears and above the collar.   

• Boys must be clean-shaven.  Beards and mustaches are prohibited.  
However, it is a senior privilege for boys to have a beard or mustache.  
Sideburns may not extend below the ear lobe. 

• Boys are not allowed to wear hats in the buildings. 
• Girls in high school may wear a modest amount of makeup. 

 
General Do’s and Don’ts: 

• All clothing must be clean, free of tears, rips, and holes.  All pants and 
shorts must have a finished hem and must not drag on the ground. 

• Clothing must not be skintight or see through. 
• Tattoos and/or body piercings are not allowed.  (Girls may wear pierced 

earrings.)  Students may not write with ink or magic markers on 
themselves or on other students. 

• All students are expected to maintain good hygiene. 
 
SPECIAL OCCASSIONS: 

• Field Trips – Students must remain in dress code, unless an exception is 
granted. 

• After School Events – Students must dress modestly and appropriately. 



• School Sponsored Banquets – Students must remain in dress code or 
nice Sunday attire (shirt and tie for boys, dresses for girls). 

• Homecoming Dance – Students must dress appropriately and modestly in 
Sunday dress. 

• Prom – Semi formal or formal attire.  Dresses must be pre-approved by 
the event committee. 

   
DRESS CODE VIOLATIONS 
Dress Code Violations and personal appearance violations are considered very 
serious; these reflect issues of submission to authority and obedience ultimately 
to the Lord.  The following steps will be taken: 
 

If found in violation of dress code, student will be given a detention and a 
parent will be called to bring a change of clothing if deemed necessary. A 
student will miss class until a change of clothing is brought and the student 
will be unexcused from class assignments.  

 
Reminder:  Six (6) detentions in a quarter results in a one-day suspension.  
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
