STEP 1—SUBMISSION OF FORMS

STEP 2- TESTING
Applicants will be contacted by the Admissions Office to schedule entrance testing. Applicants are required to score in the 50th percentile
or above on the entrance test (a national standardized test) in math and reading, and have appropriate grade level reading and writing skills.

STEP 3—INTERVIEW
Applicants will be contacted by the Admissions Office to schedule an interview when the application and all supplemental forms have been
received. Not all applicants will be granted an interview due to the number of applications received.

STEP 4- ADMISSIONS COMMITTEE REVIEW

Following the interview, student applications will be presented to the Admissions Committee for review. The Admissions Committee of
Harvester Christian Academy evaluates applicants on the following: personal recommendations from church leaders, teachers and princi-
pals; academic achievement including transcripts and standardized testing; conduct and character that exemplify good citizenship; and a
family dedication to Christian education. In light of these evaluations, it is specifically important that the student show aptitude to succeed
in a college preparatory academic environment; that the family be active in a local church and provide a credible testimony of orthodox
Christianity; and that the student has a positive conduct record. Parents will be notified of the committee’s decision.
